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The Funding Committee reviews funding requests from departments and staff and recommends appropriate action to the Board of Directors. Applications are reviewed quarterly: January, April, July and October.
When filling out the request for funding the following information must be provided:   

1) State the need for the project 2) target audience and how many 3) prioritize an itemized list to include the cost, quantity and description detail 4) state whether or not this will be a frequent request (include how often)   

Guidelines to follow:
1. Granting of requests for funding must follow the Mission Statement of the FRIENDS

The Friends of the University of Michigan Health System is an organization established to render service to the UMHS and their patients and to assist in promoting the health and welfare of the Community.

2. Funding is not granted for the following:

· Salaries or consultant fees

· Fund raising events and/or related costs

· Standard departmental equipment

· Research projects
· Medical procedures, devices or equipment 
3. Extraneous equipment such as Laptops, DVD players and/or TV sets, items not included or available in departmental budgets but will directly enrich the patient’s experience may be considered. Explanation of the experience should be provided and security of the items should be detailed.
4. Request that more properly fits another funding area such as Patient Education Advisory Committee or Departmental budgets will be suggested to the requestor.
5. Publications that are identified or considered a part of a department’s community outreach program that extends into a larger community on behalf of the UMHS can be considered 
6. Partial funding may be appropriate
7. Requests may be delayed for further information and investigation
8. Areas and programs that Friends has supported annually for a period of time, should be reviewed when a request for continuation of funding is received and not “rubber stamped”.  It is appropriate for the committee to request a written report and/or request a presentation at a committee and/or board meeting before recommending approval for funding. 
9. Funding Budget will be determined by the Funding Committee at the beginning of the fiscal year.

10. Applicants requesting $25,000 or more must present to the Friends Board Members of your project and goal.  Please contact the Friends Board Administrative Assistant at 734-615-6147. 
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
