INTERNATIONAL ELECTIVE OPPORTUNITIES

One or more months of your senior year may be spent at an institution in a foreign country within the framework of the International Education Program of the medical school.  Students are advised to limit the international experience to one month.

The Office of Student Programs maintains a manual of international rotations for your use.  This manual contains frequently asked questions, a list of international electives prepared by AMSA, potential funding sources, evaluations and contact information from UM students who completed international rotations in the past, and miscellaneous travel information.  In addition, the medical school has developed an exchange program with Peking Union Medical College in Beijing, China, University of Goteborg in Sweden, Guy’s Hospital in London, Shiga, Japan, University of Ghana, Comenius University, Slovakia, Tokyo University, and Shanghai Jiao Tong. Each student will be required to meet with the Associate Dean to get permission for the elective.  Students will also need to complete an international travel waiver in countries with travel warnings.

International Electives should be arranged at least 5-12 months in advance of travel.  Early planning will assure students the ability to complete all of the necessary steps outlined below.  To assist with planning, contact your respective class counselor for getting early information about your senior year.
The following is a list of steps to follow when setting up an international elective:

· Make initial contact with host institutions you are interested in.

· Obtain the necessary application materials and provide the completed forms to the Scheduling Coordinator (Cindy Murphy).

· Complete our application for outside elective form (available at  http://www.med.umich.edu/medstudents/

under M4 Curriculum), provide a written course description for that elective, and leave these materials with Cindy Murphy.

· Complete our international student acknowledgement form (available at http://www.med.umich.edu/medstudents/ under M4 Curriculum).

· Register with the University’s Travel and Information website, http://www.umich.edu/itoc and provide Cindy Murphy with a copy of that registration.

· Pay special attention to all deadline dates (including our period deadline dates)
· Check with Cindy Murphy in OSP to be sure your U of M application has been approved (by both the visiting school and U of M Medical School) before you leave for a rotation.  A letter of approval from the visiting school does NOT equal approval by U of M.  No credit will be given to students who do a rotation without U of M approval.  
· Purchase the required health and medical evacuation insurance through the International SOS Insurance Agency. You may register online at www.internationalsos.com.  This insurance is mandatory and a copy of your insurance card must be submitted to Cindy Murphy before you leave.

· Make travel and housing arrangements.

· Obtain a Final Performance Evaluation (yellow grade sheet) from Linda Habay in OSP.  Hand carry this from to and from your host institution.  Credit will not be given for the elective until Ms. Habay receives this grade sheet back in OSP.

· Complete the international rotation evaluation within one week after you finish the elective.  This will assist future students in locating and selecting international opportunities. · Completion of this form is required in order to receive your grade and academic credit.
