Jeffery W. Innis, M.D., Ph.D. has been named a Morton S. and
Henrietta K. Sellner Professor of Human Genetics.

Since joining our faculty as an assistant professor of Human
Genetics, Dr. Innis has served as the Director of the Division of
Genetics, the Director of the Medical Genetics Residency Program
(which he founded in 1996) and is the founder and Medical Director
of the Michigan Medical Genetics Laboratories. This laboratory
offers dozens of hiochemical and genetic tests that not only inform
the treatment of known genetic diseases, but also serve as a
research platform for discovery of new causes of disease.

The Morton S. and Henrietta K. Sellner Professorship in Human
Genetics was established in 2000. In 1971, the Sellner’s son,
Ascher Sellner, M.D. was diagnosed with Wilson's disease, a genetic
disorder characterized by an excess of copper in the body. The
